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Inventory Planning Service 

Gilbarco Veeder-Root will automatically collect inventory data from all enrolled sites based on the customer’s defined reporting frequency.  The customer must define the time at which the inventory volume position and related data should be available.  Gilbarco Veeder-Root will employ agreed upon methodologies including automated ATG polling, web data entry, direct file interface, or an automated voice response system.  GVR will consolidate the available data onto one report or data file as applicable.  The data is provided in an electronic file format (.pdf, .html, .csv).   

Customer is required to identify groups by report type using Schedule D.  All sites enrolled in Inventory Planning with Fuel Manager SEM must be in homogenous groups; likewise all sites enrolled in Inventory Planning without Fuel Manager SEM must be in homogeneous groups.  Customer can segment homogenous groups into distinct groups (i.e. North Fuel Mgr SEM sites and South Fuel Mgr SEM sites, North No SEM sites, South No SEM sites).
